Coaches Code of Conduct
The Hillsdale Baseball and Softball Association has implemented the following Coaching Code of Conduct for the important message it holds about the proper role of coaches in supporting children in baseball and softball in our town.  Coaches should read and understand this prior to coaching children participating in our leagues.  
Any coach guilty of improper conduct at any practice or game will be asked to appear before the HBSA Disciplinary Committee for their evaluation.  The Disciplinary Committee will decide the proper course of action and their decision is final.
Coaches will:

1.) Not force children to participate.

2.) Remember that children participate to have fun and that the game is for them.

3.) Be a positive role model for the kids and encourage sportsmanship and treat the children with respect
4.) Demonstrate positive support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at all times.

5.) Not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any coach, player, official or parent.
6.) Not encourage any behaviors or practices that would endanger the health and well being of the players.
7.) Teach players to play by the rules and not resort to hostility or violence.
8.) Demand that the kids treat other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect.

9.) Never ridicule or yell at any player or participants for making a mistake or losing a game.
10.) Promote the fun of the game over any personal desire for a child or team to win.
Please ensure that this Coaches Code of Conduct is adhered.
